Note -1
Corporate Information

Indiabulls Venture Capital Management Company Limited (“the Company”) was incorporated on March 03, 2010. The Company is
yet to commence its business activities.

Note - 2
Significant Accounting Policies

i) Basis of Accounting:

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention on an accrual basis in accordance with the Generally
Accepted Accounting Principles in India (Indian GAAP) and Accounting Standards (AS) under Section 133 of the Companies Act,
2013 read with Rule 7 of the Companies (Accounts) Rules, 2014 and the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 (“the 2013
Act”) / Companies Act, 1956 ("the 1956 Act") as applicable. The accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial
statements are consistent with those followed in the previous year except for change in the accounting policy for depreciation.

ii) Use of Estimates:

The presentation of financial statements in conformity with GAAP requires estimates and assumptions to be made that affect the
reported amount of assets and liabilities on the date of the financial statements and the reported amount of revenues and expenses
during the reporting period. Differences between the actual results and estimates are recognised in the period in which the results
are known / materialised.

iii) Revenue Recognition:

- Income from consultancy services is recognized on an accrual basis as and when the related services are rendered.

- Commission/ Brokerage income is recognized on accrual basis as the related services are rendered

- Interest income is recognized on accrual basis.

- Dividend income on units of Mutual Fund is recognised when the right to receive dividend is unconditionally established.

iv) Stock of Securities:
Stock of securities is valued at lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined on weighted average basis.

v) Borrowing Cost:
Borrowing costs that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or production of qualifying assets are capitalised as part of cost
of the asset. All other borrowing costs are charged to revenue.

vi) Investments:
Investments are classified as non current and current investments. Non Current investments are carried at cost less provision, if
any, for any diminution other than temporary in their value. Current investments are valued at lower of cost and fair value.

vii) Share Issue Expenses/Preliminary Expenses:
Preliminary Expenses are adjusted net of tax, against Securities Premium Account to the extent of balance available and thereafter,
the balance portion is charged off to the statement of profit and loss, as incurred.

viii) Taxes on Income:
Current tax is determined as the tax payable in respect of taxable income for the year and is computed in accordance with the
relevant tax regulations.

Deferred tax resulting from timing differences between book and tax profits is accounted for at the current rate of tax / substantively
enacted tax rates as on the Balance Sheet date, to the extent that the timing differences are expected to crystallise.

Deferred Tax Assets are recognized where realization is reasonably certain, whereas, in case of carried forward losses or
unabsorbed depreciation, deferred tax assets are recognized only if there is virtual certainty of realization supported with convincing
evidence. Deferred Tax Assets are reviewed for the appropriateness of their respective carrying values at each Balance Sheet date.

ix) Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets:
Provisions are recognised only when there is a present obligation as a result of past events and when a reliable estimate of the
amount of obligation can be made.

Contingent liabilities are disclosed for
(1) Possible obligations which will be confirmed only by future events not wholly within the control of the Company or
(2) Present obligations arising from past events where it is not probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the

obligation or a reliable estimate of the amount of the obligation can not be made. Contingent Assets are not recognised in the
financial statements since this may result in the recognition of income that may never be realized.
